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The LSERSA AWARD SCHEME enables money to be made available to encourage racers to become 

Performance Coaches or Instructors at their local slope and give back something to their sport. The 

committee may use this document as a guide when deciding to offer a financial award. 

 

LSERSA will normally fund half the costs associated with attending a Performance Coaches’ course, 

although this may be varied to suit the individual circumstances of the applicant. All applications are 

subject to approval by the LSERSA Executive Committee, whose decision is final. 

 

The money is available to applicants who meet at least some of the following criteria: 

 

1. The applicant belongs to a club affiliated to LSERSA. 

 

2. The applicant races and/or trains on artificial ski slopes within the LSERSA region and/or is a 

FIS skier in a National team. 

 

3. The applicant has in the past attended regional and/or Snowsport England races organised in 

the region, on a regular basis. 

 

4. The applicant undertakes to carry out Performance Coaching or Instructing on a regular basis 

in the Region for at least one year beyond the date of the funded course. 

 

 

The committee may require additional criteria to apply if deemed necessary
